Dear Parent/Carer

It is with some regret that | have to inform you that owing to the economic
climate and reduction in funding, we are forced to restructure our services.
Changes to our funding and the rising costs of provision mean we need to reduce
our expenditure by around 25% this year. As a result, from June 4™ Horse Riding
at both locations and Swimming at Heanor will become a fortnightly activity,
These reductions should save us around £10,000 a year and help us in our
restructuring.
