CHANGES TO OUR SERVICES  

 
We have some major changes to our services that affect our Horse 

Riding, Swimming and Soft Play Activities.  The funding for all of these 

ceased in December 2011, due to the fundraising and donations by  

individuals last year we have been able to extend this service up until 

the 31st of March 2012.  We are now unable to sustain these activities 

beyond the 31st March.  If parents want to continue these services 

then the full cost would have to be met by all users.  To give you an 

idea of the true cost of activities which have been subsidised in the 

past (excluding insurance cover & administration)  

The costs per session are:  

Horse Riding  Alfreton £12 + 20% Vat (per Horse)  

(½hr sessions) Chesterfield £7.50 + 20% Vat (per Horse)  

 

Soft Play   òGenesisó Alfreton Ã12.00 (1hr sessions)  

 

This works out at £2 each if 6 attend these sessions.  Should anyone 

wish to continue to attend we are happy to support this but would re-

quire full cost payment.  

 

Swimming  Heanor £89.15   Long Eaton £56.70   

   Matlock £68.78   (all 1hr sessions)  

 

Swimming requires larger numbers to make it viable to book the pools 

for exclusive use.
